He is also trying to get a strait semi trailer to eliminate the need for so many trailers hauling the steers to the coliseum.  Alan & Gary will donate plaques for horn, color and confirmation.  A reminder to all that we need donated items for the auction as this is the clubs money maker.  Lana motioned to have at least 5 items on a silent auction, Jim 2nd. Discussion.  Motion Passed.  Tent for stock show will be set up on Wednesday afternoon we will need lots of help to put it up and especially take it down on Sunday.  A motion was made by Jim to have the Tent party Thursday night at 6 p.m., 2nd Larry, Motion Passed.  The state of the banners was again brought up and Jim said he new of a yellow banner someone ordered and didn’t take that he may get at a good deal.  A motion was made by Gary, 2nd by Larry for Jim to pursue the price on the yellow banner.  Motion was amended by Gary, 2nd Larry, to be around $300.00 limit.  Amendment passed, Motion Passed.  Food is needed for the tent is there any volunteers; Betty and Janet were among the volunteers.

Discussion.  Motion Passed.
Fred and Marijo emailed suggestion on putting a slide show in arena and other suggestions were for period dress at the stock show to make this more memorable for the 100th year celebration.  A motion was made by Larry to have Betty do the signs for NWSS at a reasonable expense, 2nd Gary.  Motion Passed.  Betty offered to supply the Youth awards for Champion & Reserve Champion and Pee Wee Prizes.

A motion for adjournment passed.
