1/23/08

NEW BUSINESS:

Boulder County Fair- Larry stated that the Fair Manager was let go and this year is changing somewhat all entry fees will go to us, we will have to pay the premiums, they will pay the judge. If everything is kept the same we have a possibility to go $250 - $400 in the hole this is dependent on the number of entries with the Entry fee @ $25.00 per head with $5 to TLBAA.  He is trying to get sponsors to help offset. Do we want to keep the payouts at $45, 35, 25, 15 or change to a sliding scale?  Glen suggested a sliding pay scale.  Larry suggested a $30.00 entry fee.  Fred suggested a percentage and give percentage to Grand & Reserve.  Kenny is trying to get some corporate sponsorship.  Gary said we should consider maybe getting corporate sponsors for a scholarship fund.  Mandating entering in both open & youth will this help or hurt us?  Discussion on how to resolve followed. Larry Motioned leaving entries @ $25.00 hopefully getting sponsorship with keeping the premiums at status quo or doing a percentage if the entries fail to cover show premiums a percentage premium will be paid, 2nd Kenny, 1 Opposed, MOTION PASSED. Boulder County Fair is August 1, 2008 in on a Saturday leave on Sunday AFTER show NO CATTLE can be removed until show is over and cattle are sorted to pens this was a big problem last year.
Colorado State Fair – Barb announced that a bill is in legislation to allow 4-H & FFA kids to show w/o a premise ID.

Spring Field Day is anyone interested in hosting a field day?  Paige will check on hosting one.

TLBAA- Gary asked if anyone has received a bill on the etrails membership directory for $120.00.  He spoke to Cole at TLBAA & you don’t have to pay and be in this directory if you don’t want to be on it.

BYLAWS – 

Glen said Marie did a great job on showing the changes and revisions.  Fred moved to accept bylaw changes as presented.  Barb 2nd, Kenny stated that he felt more members need to be in President of board members position to realize how much they do.  Larry move to amend that motion to have President a 2 year term.
